Time Line for Submissions
As you know, it is coming to that time when we have to complete our work and submit it to the IBO.  For that reason, and since you are behind schedule, you are going to have to do some work over spring break.  There are other things that are over due for individual students.  Some things (like the testing scripts) are actually part of your project paper.    
Monday after Spring Break (March 28) is due:

Rough draft of Project Paper.  

The project paper includes sections G, H, I, J and K.  There is a template for that paper on the web site (go to documents and find project.doc).   You should use that template so that your paper is formatted correctly.  You need to submit all five sections.  The total points for your project are 35 points.

First draft of Third Paper

You need to submit the rough draft of paper three.  Why?  I need to correct your mistakes in time for you to finish the final draft of this paper.

Project Log Book

Remember, you should have been working on your log book everyday you work on your project.  Bring this with you to class on Monday so that I can make sure you are doing this.

The next Monday (April 4) is due:

Final draft of Project Paper and project completed.

This is the last possible date to complete your project paper.  I have to submit grades to the IBO so there are no extensions.  EVERYONE has to submit a project paper.  If you choose not to get the rough draft done in time you will have stay after school or come to school on Saturday.  
Final draft of Paper Three.

This is the last possible date to complete your third paper.  I have to submit grades to the IBO so there are no extensions.  EVERYONE has to submit a paper.  If you choose not to get the rough draft done in time you will have stay after school or come to school on Saturday.   Remember, a copy of your article must be submitted with your paper.
